Literacy

We will start the unit by reading a range of journey-
related texts. We will be focusing on developing the
core comprehension skills of: vocabulary
acquisition, decoding meaning and using images and
words to draw inferences.

We will move onto our core text, Journey by Aaron
Becker. We will learn how to read a picture book,
exploring the images to identify the plot and other
details in the story.

We will be writing our own journey-related
narratives. Children will focus on using the correct
voice, personal pronouns, past tense as well as
adjectives and adverbs.

The unit will be concluded with the publishing week
where children will edit, revise and publish their
work. This will be followed by a speaking and
listening week where children will self and peer
asses their narratives then perform a reading of
their work.

Science
Exploring Materials

Children be describing and comparing a variety of
materials and determining their uses. We will learn
how to sort materials according to their properties
while looking at the different materials used in
vehicles. Finally, we will investigate the effect
gravity has on everyday objects.
